REGENERATION

Regeneration is the act of God by which a
principle of new life is implanted in a man or
woman with the result that the governing
disposition of the soul is made Holy.

Titus 3:4-5 “But when the kindness and the love of God our
Savior foward man appeared, not by works of righteousness
which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us,

through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the
Holy Spirit"



THE HOLY SPIRIT INDWELLS

® John 14:17 “the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive,
because it neither sees Him nor knows Him: but you know Him, for
He dwells with you and will be in you.”

® Romans 8:9 “But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if
indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not
have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His.”
